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It is a demanding situation that has successfully been resolved
by the author by extending it using an architectural composi-
tion with two structures. Transparent facade walls in the form
of movable wings and lace structures create the perception of
building lightness, which, on the contrary, has significant
dimensions. A transparent ground floor contributes to it. On
the other hand, not avoiding the same white color, but using
the full mass, almost playing with the arrangement of the open-
ings, the designer created a monolithic, minimalistic, simple
and dynamic structure, sufficiently attractive for the given loca-
tion. Moving wings, apart from acting as a brise-soleil, create an
intimate experience of the play of light and shadows, day and
night, and establish a dynamic form that at any given moment
of time is not the same. A location landmark was created, a visu-
ally recognizable and dynamic feature. The author used
shadows, textures, materialization, dynamics of the openings,
light, but also dynamics resulting from the use of apartments.
Mild waviness and a prominent vertical and horizontal rhythm
complete the multi-dimensional experience of thefacade plane.
The building, with its ownshape, architecture and height domi-
nates the location. The author avoided the trap in forming the
wall and created a valuable structure of a recognizable design,
which behaves more like an installation than a building. In the
relatively narrow tract, the author placed apartments of
different sizes, with single and double aspects, pronounced
individuality, and beautiful vistas. The inner courtyard
represents the green roof on one part of the building object.
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
